Education Panels:  You will be assisting during the education panel series, working with the staff to help maintain the flow and organization of the panel series.      
Office Administration:  (the Lone Star office)

 Pre and Post-Fest Inventory/Packing:  Grab your gloves and your energy!  Help pack everything up and put it away for next year!  You need to be organized and willing to help lift and move many items. 
Operations Center:

Merchandise Sales:  Assist with selling all Lone Star International Film Festival merchandise.  Anything from t-shirts to posters will be sold. 

Will-Call:  Festival patrons will come to will-call to pick up any tickets that are purchased in advance.  You must be friendly and happy.
Presentation:  


Film Transportation:  Help transport the actual film prints from Lone Star Headquarters to the theater venues.  Being VERY RESPONSIBLE is a must!!!  We cannot afford to lose these film prints.  Must have own transportation.

Production Assistants:  If you are interested in being a part of the festival, but want to work behind the scenes, then this position is for you.  Being a production assistant you can be asked to do anything from helping set up the operations center to helping set up/tear down the red carpet.  You must be able to lift heavy items and be able to commit to long hours.  This is a very hand on position.   
Miscellaneous:

Willing to do anything:  If you are interested in the festival and want to get involved, but not quite sure what you want to do?  The volunteer department will help you find a good fit to ensure your volunteer experience is a positive one.  You must have a can-do attitude, be a team player, genuine interest in movies and willing to do anything!

Special Events:


Door attendants:  In this position you will the first and last person patrons see when attending a special event.  You help greet patrons and maintain the flow of events.  You must be happy, sociable and stern.

Street Team:  Do you want to help get the word out about the Lone Star International Film Festival?  With this position you have the perfect opportunity!
